Josiah Ober has been appointed assistant profes-
sor of history at Montana State University, Bozeman,
Montana.
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Eugene N. Borza, The Pennsylvania State Univer-
sity, is serving as historical advisor for the
forthcoming "Search for Alexander" exhibition,
which opens at the National Gallery of Art on Novem-
ber 16. This exhibition of Macedonian antiquities
marks the first time that any material from the
Greek "national heritage" has ever been permitted
to Teave that country. After its Washington run,
the show will travel to Chicago, San Francisco,
Boston and Toronto, and over the course of the next
year and a half is expected to be seen by more than
two million persons.

Prof. Borza will also serve as chairman of a
historians' session in the two-day academic sym-
posium which immediately precedes the opening of
the exhibition in Washington.
